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Appealing to the court against the order of the
presiding judge in civil and administrative

proceedings in the light of procedural formalism

Abstract

An appeal to the court against the orders of the chairman of the adju-
dicating panel is a means of appeal against all orders of the chairman
resulting from the formal or material management of the hearing.

The considerations made in this study, based on research methods:
dogmatic-linguistic, comparative, case law analysis and, additionally, his-
torical, indicate, de lege lata, that the currently applicable regulations re-
garding this institution remain incomplete, in particular from the perspec-
tive of the applicable code of conduct. civil principles of procedural for-
malism. Therefore, de lege ferenda, it is necessary to postulate a change
in these regulations, which would allow for organizing the system of ap-
plicable remedies, both in the Code of Civil Procedure and in the entire
Polish law system.
